Not only does it look better than mostof the play areas at Disneyland , since February 2006
it’s also FREE. Every hour during opening hours (in August: Tue-Thur, Sat 10am-6pm , Fri
2-6pm , Sun 1-6pm) up to 60 kids at a time can go in for an hour of playtime, organized by
municipal childcare professionals (aka free babysitters). Parents aren’t allowed in (I guess
you’ll have to go shopping!) except on Sundays 10am-1pm , when parents with children of all
ages are welcome. If any of you have taken your kids, I’d love to hear what you think. It
sounds like great fun to me.
